[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of Shalbourne Parish Council Meeting
Thursday 21st November 2019 at 8.00pm

1. Introduction 
The Chairman welcomed those present 

2. Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from Carolyn Bartholomew, Bob Walker and Minnie Scott Russell.

3. Declaration of Interest
There were no declarations of interest. 

4. Formal Business
None

5. Wiltshire Police Report
There was no formal police report.  It was reported that Shalbourne local police will now be based in Devizes.

6. Wiltshire Council Report
None.

7. Minutes of the Last Meetings
The minutes of the last two meetings held on Thursday 19th September 2019 and 8th  October 2019 were considered. It was proposed, seconded and agreed by the Council that the Chairman be authorised to sign them.

8. Matters Arising
8.1. Protected Verge Status: This issue will be discussed by Wiltshire Council in January 2020
8.2. The Plough.  It was noted that the Plough is now open again. As an Asset of Community Value is only valid for 5 years it was agreed to delay applying for this status for the time being.
8.3. Village Playground.  The ROSPA report on the playground and zipwire was shared with the meeting. It was suggested that the playground be inspected on an annual basis. The manufacturer would charge £195 per inspection. The repairs suggested by the report was underway.

9. Speed Limits
9.1. 20mph speed limit Update. A survey conducted by Wiltshire Council has shown that average speeds in the village have fallen by several mph. Full details of the report are available on the parish website. It was noted that there are still some cars driving at speed through the village. The Chairman asked that any incidents should be reported to him and he will inform Councilor Wheeler.
9.2. Traffic Control in Fosbury and Oxenwood.  Representatives from Fosbury had approached the Tidworth CATG to enquire about speeding through the hamlet. It had been suggested that they apply in conjunction with Oxenwood for a traffic survey which would cost £2,500. It was proposed, seconded and agreed in principle that Shalbourne PC would contribute up to 25% of these costs. 
9.3. Speed Restriction on A338. It was noted that there were too few collisions on the A338 past Shalbourne to qualify for speed restrictions. The senior traffic engineer, Mark Stansby, has agreed to consider signage at the Mill Lane turn off into the village. It was agreed to ask Councilor Wheeler to also be involved.

10. Committee Reports
10.1. Planning
10.1.1. The responses to: 19/09405/TCA; 19/08587/FUL (subsequently withdrawn); 19/09982/FUL; 19/10422/TCA; 19/10451/FUL; 19/09307/FUL (not commented on) were noted.
10.2. Footpath
10.2.1. It was noted that the footpath near Brook Cottage was blocked by a fallen tree. Dianah Shaw agreed to contact Polesden Estates about clearing the path
10.3. Highways and Surface Water.
10.3.1. The Chairman informed the meeting that Wilts Council had said it would  clear the drains shortly. The gravel at the bend at Mill House will also be removed. The work list for the Parish Steward was agreed, Attachment 1.
10.4. Local Transport
10.4.1.  Off peak rail fares and the timetable will undergo significant changes in December.
10.5. Education
10.5.1. The school roll was progressing well but it was noted that the banner at the top of Carvers Hill keeps being uprooted. It was agreed that it should be monitored closely.
10.6. Environmental Matters
10.6.1. Nothing to report
10.7. Shalbourne Club.
10.7.1. The Pavilion drains have been modified further to improve drainage and hopefully remove the malodour in the changing rooms

11. Finance
11.1. It was proposed, seconded and agreed to make the following payments:
11.1.1. Village Hall Refurbishment, Attachment 3 		-	£350.
11.1.2. Churchyard maintenance 				-	£700.
11.1.3. Donation to memorial chair				-	£100.
11.1.4. Christmas Tree						-	£140
11.2. The receipt of £30 from Gliding Club and £772.60 from Wilts as share of CIL was noted.
11.3. The balances after the above transactions, Attachment 2, were noted. 
11.4. It was agreed that the Council would not contribute to PCAP
11.5. The draft budget for 2020/21 was discussed. It was agreed, subject to final review in January, that the precept should be around £9,000. Clarification was requested on the cost of grass cutting and the amount being held under this category for tree work on the Green. It was noted that the CIL money could only be used for restricted purposes – probably the playground for capital equipment or refurbishment of the Hall. 
11.6. It was proposed, seconded and agreed to adopt new financial procedures based on the NALC model as circulated separately.

 
12. Correspondence and Any Other Business
12.1.1. The invoice has not yet been received for grass cutting. It was agreed that next year the grass cutting contract should be put out for tender
12.1.2. The Village Hall is planning to install new windows but the Conservation Officer says they need to be double glazed and in plain glass.
