Thursday 16 July 2020 at 7.00pm by videoconference

1. Introduction
The Chairman welcomed those attending and Mrs Jane Campbell.

2. Apologies for absence
Apologies for absence were received from Minnie Scott Russell

3. Receive declaration of personal and prejudicial interests
None

4. Formal business
The Chairman reported that there had been no response to the advertisement of the Casual Vacancy occasioned by the resignation of Mr Andrew Piper and the Council was now free to co-opt a member. It was agreed members would make informal enquiries.

5. Wiltshire Council report – Stuart Wheeler
No report.

6. Minutes of previous meetings
It was proposed, seconded and agreed that the Chairman should be authorised to sign the minutes of the meetings held on 4 June and 6 July 2020. 
	
7. Matters arising
7.1. [bookmark: _Hlk42343940]Report back from CATG meeting is on 5th February on signage on the A338 and speed limits between Oxenwood and Fosbury. Timing will be driven by timing of next CATG meeting
There had been no progress on this as CATG had not met. Given lack of free funds at CATG, it was unlikely that progress would be made in the current fiscal year.
7.2. Reclaiming old footpaths
It was agreed to:
a) Establish if pursuing this would have an adverse impact on existing, discretionary, rights;
b) Try to identify someone who had the time and expertise to push this forward.
7.3. The Plough - to consider applying for Asset of Community Value status
It was agreed to defer considering this until the situation with the new tenant became clearer.
7.4. Consideration of traffic calming measures
It was agreed to consider this at the next physical meeting of the Council to encourage public participation.

8. Committee Reports
8.1. Planning 
[bookmark: _Hlk42345000]The responses made to: 20/04715/TCA; 20/04169/CLE were noted.
The Council considered:
a) 20/05149/TCA. It was considered that, given the tree was diseased, no objection could be made to its removal. However the Council felt, given that tree oplanting had been an integral part of the Ropewind planning consent, that a suggestion should be made that a replacement tree should be planted. It was recognized that this could not be made a condition, merely a recommendation.
b) 20/05715/TCA. The Council had no comment.	
8.2. Rights of Way   
Nothing to report.	
8.3. Highways and surface water
8.3.1. It was noted that the overhanging hedges at the Foxbury corner and the hedge overhanging the pavement near the school had been cut back. It was proposed that a working group should look at clearing back the pavement near the school running west.
8.3.2. The priority list for Parish Steward was agreed, see Attachment 1.
8.4. Local Transport
Nothing to report
8.5. Police Liaison and Neighbourhood Watch
It was noted that, led by Mrs Elliott, this had become increasingly pro-active.
8.6. Environmental matters
Nothing to report
8.7. Education
The report by the Chair of Governors, Attachment 2, was noted. It was reported that the Oxenwood Outdoor Centre had reopened after lockdown.
8.8. Shalbourne Club Liaison
Bob Walker announced that he would continue to act as liaison between the Council and the Club after stepping down as Club Chairman. He reported that the Club would be applying to the Council for a grant towards the cost of repairing fencing. Normally this would be covered by the Club itself but the cancellation, for two years, of the car show and the effect of the current pandemic meant the Club was short of resources.  

9. Finance
9.1. A late application for a grant of £154 for consumables associated with the defibrillators had been received from the Shalbourne Community Fund, see Attachment 3. It was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed to make this grant.  
9.2. The balances after the above, Attachment 4, were noted.
9.3. Approval of Accounts and Audit Return for Year ending 31st March 2020
9.3.1. The Annual Governance and Accountability Return as previously circulated was reviewed and agreed.
9.3.2. The Bank Reconciliation Statement, Attachment 5, was reviewed and agreed.
9.3.3. The request for a Certificate of Exemption available to smaller councils, as previously circulated, was reviewed and agreed.
9.3.4. It was noted that the internal audit had been completed and the form, as previously circulated, returned with no outstanding issues. The two ‘n/a’s’ referred to the fact that the Council had no employees and did not have a petty cash account. 
9.3.5. It was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed that:
a) The Responsible Financial Officer should be authorized to sign the Certificate of Exemption;
b) The accounts and pages 5 and 6 Annual Governance and Accountability Return should be signed by the Chairman and the Responsible Financial Officer.
c) The Responsible Financial Officer should sign the notice setting out the times when the record of accounts can be inspected.
10. Correspondence and Any Other Business
10.1. The next meeting will be held on Thursday 17 September 2020. The format and time would be agreed in early September after taking into account government guidelines.

Message from Chair of School Governors
: School - most of the children have now returned to school and they all appear to be very happy and settled and expressed their delight at meeting friends and staff.
